     We are not all asked to 

serve as Elisha served, 

nor are we all bidden to 

sell everything we have;

Having 

put his hand to the 

plow, he was resolved 

not to turn back, and 

through test and trial he 

proved true to this trust. .

     Elisha asked not for 

worldly honor, or for a 

high place among the 

great men of earth. That 

which he craved was a 

large measure of the Spirit 

that God had bestowed so 

freely upon the one about 

to be honored with trans-

lation. He knew that noth-

ing but the Spirit which 

had rested upon Elijah, 

could fit him to fill the 

place in Israel to which 

God had called him; and 

so he asked, "I pray thee, 

let a double portion of thy 

Spirit be upon me."
